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YOUTH BIBLE CLASS – October 4, 2002

Lesson 8 – Jesus Christ

Parents, before you can begin your study with your child, you must first of all recognize that man has certain limitations in dealing with the subject of God or in understanding spiritual information.  Faith is the only way you can understand God’s Word.  Faith is the system of understanding that accepts an established rule or standard (in this case here, it is God’s rule and God’s standard…His Word that I am discussing) by which something can be judged.  Faith is the only system of understanding that is common to all members of the human race.  Faith is the only non-meritorious system (no talent or ability on your part to understand); therefore, it is the only way of understanding spiritual information.  2 Cor 5:7 “We live by faith, not by sight.”  (Heb 11:1 “Now faith is being sure of what we hope for and certain of what we do not see.” (NIV)
Therefore, before you begin your Bible study with your child, if you are a believer in the Lord Jesus Christ be sure you and your child have named your sins privately to God the Father:


I John 1:9 “
If we confess our sins He is faithful and just and will forgive us our sins and purify us from all wrongdoing.”  (NIV)

You and your child will then be in fellowship with God, filled with the Holy Spirit, and ready to learn the teachings of this lesson from the Word of God. 


John 4:24 “
God is spirit, and His worshipers must worship in spirit (the filling of God the Holy Spirit) and in truth (God’s Word)." (NIV)

However, if you or your child has never personally believed in the Lord Jesus Christ as Savior, the issue is not naming your sins.  The issue is faith alone in Christ alone.


John 3:36 “
Whoever believes in the Son has eternal life, but whoever rejects the Son will not see life, for God's wrath remains on him." (NIV)


Eph 2:8-9


8 “For it is by grace you have been saved, through faith-- and this not from yourselves, it is the gift of God--


9   not by works, so that no one can boast.” (NIV)

John 3:16-18


16 “For God loved the world so much that He gave his uniquely born Son, that whoever believes in Him shall never perish but have eternal life.


17 for God did not send His Son into the world to condemn the world, but to save the world through Him.

18 Whoever believes in Him is not condemned, but whoever does not believe stands condemned already because he has not believed in the name of God's uniquely born Son.” (NIV)

Doctrine: 
1. Jesus Christ is God and man at the same time.

Scriptures:

   1. The Unique Person of the Universe: As God He had no beginning or end.  John 8:58 “I tell you the truth," Jesus answered, "before Abraham was born, I am!"  I John 5:11 “And this is the testimony: God has given us eternal life, and this life is in his Son.”  Eternally related to the other two Members of the Trinity.  Isa 48:16 “Come near me and listen to this: ‘From the first announcement I have not spoken in secret; at the time it happens, I am there.  And now the Sovereign Lord has sent me, with his Spirit.’ “John 1:18 “No one has ever seen God, but God the One and only, who is at the Father's side, has made Him known.”  John 14:11 “Believe me when I say that I am in the Father and the Father is in me; or at least believe on the evidence of the miracles themselves.”

   2. The Unique Person of the Universe: as Man.   He is born.  Matt 2:1 “After Jesus was born in Bethlehem in Judea, during the time of King Herod, Magi from the east came to Jerusalem.”  Matt 1:25 “But he (Joseph) had no union with her until she gave birth to a son. And He gave Him the name Jesus.”  He experiences a normal growth pattern.  Luke 2:40 “And the child grew and became strong; He was filled with wisdom, and the grace of God was upon Him.”  Luke 2:52 “And Jesus grew in wisdom and stature and in favor with God and men.”  He got tired.  John 4:6 “Jacob's well was there, and Jesus, tired as He was from the journey, sat down by the well.  It was about the sixth hour.”  He got hungry.  Matt 4:2 “After fasting forty days and forty nights, He was hungry.”  He got thirsty.  John 19:28 “Later, knowing that all was now completed, and so that the Scripture would be fulfilled, Jesus said, "I am thirsty."  He was tempted.  Heb 4:15 “For we do not have a high priest who is unable to sympathize with our weaknesses, but we have one who has been tempted in every way, just as we are…yet was without sin.”  He suffered.  Heb 2:18 “Because He Himself suffered when He was tempted, He is able to help those who are being tempted.”  He died.  Phil 2:8 “And being found in appearance as a man, He humbled Himself and became obedient to death…even death on a cross!”  Heb 2:9 “But we see Jesus, who was made a little lower than the angels, now crowned with glory and honor because He suffered death, so that by the grace of God He might taste death for everyone.”  Heb 12:2 “Let us fix our eyes on Jesus, the author and perfecter of our faith, who for the joy set before Him endured the cross, scorning its shame, and sat down at the right hand of the throne of God.”  1 Pet 3:18 “For Christ died for sins once for all, the righteous for the unrighteous, to bring you to God. He was put to death in the body but made alive by the Spirit.”
3.  Unique Person of the Universe: as the Son of God.  He is the express image of the Father.  Heb 1:3 “The Son is the radiance of God's glory and the exact representation of His being, sustaining all things by His powerful word. After He had provided purification for sins, He sat down at the right hand of the Majesty in heaven.”  Heb 5:5 “So Christ also did not take upon Himself the glory of becoming a high priest. But God said to Him, ‘You are my Son; today I have become your Father.’ "
4.  Unique Person of the Universe: as the Son of Man.  He took on the likeness of man.  Rom 8:3 “For what the law was powerless to do in that it was weakened by the sinful nature, God did by sending His own Son in the likeness of sinful man to be a sin offering. And so He condemned sin in sinful man.”  Phil 2:7 “…but made Himself nothing, taking the very nature of a servant, being made in human likeness.”  Heb 2:14 “Since the children have flesh and blood, He too shared in their humanity so that by His death he might destroy him who holds the power of death…that is, the devil.”  He was said to be the “seed of the woman (Eve).”  Gen 3:15 “And I will put enmity between you and the woman, and between your offspring and hers; He will crush your head, and you will strike His heel."  He is said to be the promised “seed of Abraham.”  Gal 3:29 “If you belong to Christ, then you are Abraham's seed, and heirs according to the promise.”  Heb 2:16 “For surely it is not angels He helps, but Abraham's descendants.”  He is said to be the “seed of David.”  Rom 1:3 “…regarding His Son, who as to His human nature was a descendant of David.”

All right, we know that God has designed an adventure for each one of us.  We know this is a journey which will last all of our lives.

· Do you know how you start this journey?  (Salvation).
That’s right, and God has given us all the tools, equipment, food, and information we could possibly need to take that journey.

Can you remember what God has provided?

Wait, God isn’t finished.  Even though we have all of the provisions God has given us, He says we need something more.

· What can you tell me about God?

We also know Jesus Christ created the universe.  He holds the universe together and keeps it going.  Nothing happens that Jesus Christ doesn’t allow to happen.

We know Jesus Christ created you and me.  But long before He created us, Jesus Christ always thought about us and what was best for us.
· What else do you know about Jesus Christ?

Jesus Christ is God and at the same time He is man.  He considered you so important that He came down to earth and became a man and sacrificed Himself for you.

We know that He died on the cross so we could spend forever with Him.  Since He did all the work, all we have to do is believe in Him, and we will spend forever with Him.

Do you know what else He did?  He tested everything God gave us, just to make sure it worked.  He gave us His life to live here on earth.  

The tests that Jesus had weren’t like the tests or temptations that we will have.  They were much more difficult.  

Jesus Christ died on the cross for everyone, even those who will never believe in Him.  It is God’s will that all of us should be with Him.  But we are the ones who choose to believer or not to believe.

Now, you would think that Jesus Christ would say, “I’ve done enough,” wouldn’t you?  He thinks differently, though.  He says, “If I can do the most for you by dying for your sins when you were not even my friend, then how much more do you think I can do for you now that we are friends?  You and I are going to be together forever.” 

So, Jesus Christ is going to travel the whole journey with you.  He will always be by your side.  He will never leave you, not even for a second.

Remember, He knows what’s best for you, so He will make sure you have everything you need.

As God, Jesus Christ has the power of God, and He can give you that same power.

Jesus Christ will do everything He can for you.  After all, Jesus Christ is your best friend.
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
