Lesson 12  – The Fall of Lucifer

Parents, before you can begin your study with your child, you must first of all recognize that man has certain limitations in dealing with the subject of God or in understanding spiritual information.  Faith is the only way you can understand God’s Word.  Faith is the system of understanding that accepts an established rule or standard (in this case here, it is God’s rule and God’s standard…His Word that I am discussing) by which something can be judged.  Faith is the only system of understanding that is common to all members of the human race.  Faith is the only non-meritorious system (no talent or ability on your part to understand); therefore, it is the only way of understanding spiritual information.  2 Cor 5:7 “We live by faith, not by sight.”  (Heb 11:1 “Now faith is being sure of what we hope for and certain of what we do not see.” (NIV)
Therefore, before you begin your Bible study with your child, if you are a believer in the Lord Jesus Christ be sure you and your child have named your sins privately to God the Father:


I John 1:9 “
If we confess our sins He is faithful and just and will forgive us our sins and purify us from all wrongdoing.”  (NIV)

You and your child will then be in fellowship with God, filled with the Holy Spirit, and ready to learn the teachings of this lesson from the Word of God. 


John 4:24 “
God is spirit, and His worshipers must worship in spirit (the filling of God the Holy Spirit) and in truth (God’s Word)." (NIV)

However, if you or your child has never personally believed in the Lord Jesus Christ as Savior, the issue is not naming your sins.  The issue is faith alone in Christ alone.


John 3:36 “
Whoever believes in the Son has eternal life, but whoever rejects the Son will not see life, for God's wrath remains on him." (NIV)


Eph 2:8-9

8 “For it is by grace you have been saved, through faith-- and this not from yourselves, it is the gift of God…

9  not by works, so that no one can boast.” (NIV)

John 3:16-18


16 “For God loved the world so much that He gave his uniquely born Son, that whoever believes in Him shall never perish but have eternal life.


17 for God did not send His Son into the world to condemn the world, but to save the world through Him.

18 Whoever believes in Him is not condemned, but whoever does not believe stands condemned already because he has not believed in the name of God's uniquely born Son.” (NIV)

Subject: The Fall of Lucifer

Vocabulary: angelic conflict, elect angel, fallen angel, Lake of Fire, rebellion, sin, universe, volition

Promise: Psalms 40:4a “How blessed is the man who has made the Lord his trust, and has not turned to the proud.”

Scriptures and Bible doctrine to be taught: After Lucifer sinned, he became Satan, the enemy of God.  He recruited followers from among the other angels, convincing one-third of them to join him in the battle against God.  

Sin has not changed since Lucifer thought, “I will make myself like the Most High (God),” Rev 12:4a.  Sin will always be disobedience to God.
We are emphasizing the origin of sin in this lesson.  

Presentation 
The Fall of Lucifer

When proud arrogant Lucifer became jealous of God, his volition chose the wrong way.  Lucifer chose against God.  He became the first creature ever to sin.

Lucifer should have been happy and content to serve God.  Instead, he had terrible selfish thoughts.  He wanted to rule over everything…the earth and the entire universe.  He wanted to be higher than all the other angels and sit on the throne of God.  He wanted to be like God.  Lucifer wanted everything God had: all of heaven and earth for him to do with as he pleased.  

Finally, Lucifer decided he would not obey God a moment longer.  Right then, when he had these thoughts, Lucifer sinned.  He said “no” to God.

God had to punish Lucifer, the shining angel.  Lucifer could no longer guard the throne of God.  Instead of living in heaven, Lucifer would be thrown into the Lake of Fire, which God will prepare or make for all disobedient angels.  Matt 25:41 “Then he will say to those on his left, 'Depart from me, you who are cursed, into the eternal fire prepared for the devil and his angels.”  Heaven is only for those who say “yes” to God.  The Lake of Fire is for those who say “no” to God.  God created man to show Satan that God’s judgment was fair.  You may ask how a loving God could condemn anyone to hell.  God shows His fairness and justice and love to Satan through His creation of man, who will prove God’s judgment is fair.
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[image: image2.wmf]Even after his fall, Satan is still a mighty angel.  He will always be an angel.  He is still beautiful, not at all like people picture him…a red devil with a tail and horns and a pitchfork.

Although Satan is still a bright, shining angel, he has become God’s enemy, Satan, the devil.  What happened to this great angel after he chose to disobey God?

After his arrogant sin of disobedience, Satan persuaded many other angels to disobey God.  The Word of God tells us that one out of every three angels said “no” to God and joined Satan in rebellion against God!  “I will make myself like the Most High (God),” Rev 12:4a.   
The bad or fallen angels followed Satan and left God’s side forever.  The good or elect angels chose to stay with God in heaven. 
1. Fallen angels.  2 Pet 2:4 “For if God did not spare angels when they sinned, but sent them to hell, putting them into gloomy dungeons to be held for judgment…”  Jude 1:6 “And the angels who did not keep their positions of authority but abandoned their own home (heaven)…these He has kept in darkness, bound with everlasting chains for judgment on the great Day.”
2. Elect angels.  Heb 1:14 “Are not all angels guardian spirits sent to serve those who will inherit salvation?”  Matt 25:31 “When the Son of Man comes in His glory, and all the angels with Him, He will sit on His throne in heavenly glory.”
Since then, an angelic conflict or war exists between God and His elect angels and Satan and his fallen angels because Satan still wants to be “like the Most High.”
Satan would not be content with his angelic rebellion in heaven.  He watched and waited to see where else he could cause trouble.  This led Satan to the planet Earth and the Garden of Eden.

Application of Bible doctrine:

1. Do you want to say “yes” or “no” to God?  Do you want to be on God’s side or Satan’s side?  Which way does your volition choose?  Only you can decide.  Your volition has a “yes” button which means “the right way” or “God’s way” and a “no” button, which means “the wrong way” or “Satan’s way.”  Your volition chooses which button to use. 

2. There will always be someone who will try to get you to say “no” to God.  There will always someone who can force you say something or do something.  But on one can tell you what to think or choose in your mind.
3. Did you know the elect angels are watching us to see if we choose for God?  The good angels cheer when we use our “yes” buttons.  If you choose God’s way and decide, “Yes,” I believe in the Lord Jesus Christ, the good angels will clap their hands and shout for joy.  Luke 15:10 “In the same way, I tell you, there is rejoicing in the presence of the angels of God over one sinner who repents."  Which way does your volition choose?  Only you can decide.  You can let God know your choice just by thinking, “Yes,” I believe in the Lord Jesus Christ.

Close in Prayer: Father, we ask that God the Holy Spirit will make this lesson very real in our souls so we can fight the tricks of the devil and his demons and obey God.  We ask this in Jesus’ name. Amen.
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
