                            Lesson 19–God Knows What We Need

Subject: Creation of Woman
Promise: Philippians 4:19 “And my God shall supply all your needs according to His riches in glory in Christ Jesus.”
Vocabulary: Adam, companionship, Garden of Eden, memorial, soul

Bible Doctrine to Be Taught: Man was created after the earth had been perfectly prepared for him; after God created light, darkness, plants, and animals.  Gen 1:1 “In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth.” Gen 1:21 “
So God created the great creatures of the sea and every living and moving thing with which the water teems, according to their kinds, and every winged bird according to its kind. And God saw that it was good.”  Gen 1:26-27 “Then God said, "Let us make man in our image, in our likeness, and let them rule over the fish of the sea and the birds of the air, over the livestock, over all the earth, and over all the creatures that move along the ground.  (27) So God created man in his own image, in the image of God he created him; male and female he created them.”  The man’s body was really unique, especially formed and made out of the dust (elements and chemicals) of the ground. 

Gen 2:7 “The Lord God formed the man from the dust of the ground and breathed into his nostrils the breath of life, and the man became a living being.”  The first man, Adam, was created with three parts (trichotomous)…a body, soul, and human spirit.  God breathed into him the breath of life.  Man’s soul was made in the image of God, possessing self-consciousness (“I Am”), self-determination (“I will”), and moral reasoning (“I ought”).
The body of the Lord Jesus Christ, the second Adam, was specially prepared for Him.  Heb 10:5b

“…but a body you prepared for me.”  The Lord Jesus Christ was made like man, yet without sin.  Rom 8:3 “For what the law was powerless to do in that it was weakened by the sinful nature, God did by sending his own Son in the likeness of sinful man to be a sin offering. And so he condemned sin in sinful man.”  Philippians 2:7 “…but made himself nothing, taking the very nature of a servant, being made in human likeness.”  Heb 4:15 “For we do not have a high priest who is unable to sympathize with our weaknesses, but we have one who has been tempted in every way, just as we are…yet was without sin.”  

The woman was taken from Adam’s rib to live by his side as his wife.  Gen 2:18 “The Lord God said, "It is not good for the man to be alone. I will make a helper suitable for him."  Before man ever came upon the scene, God had already provided the man’s perfect surroundings and supplied his every need.  With the creation of the first man and woman, God’s work of creation and restoration was complete.  On the seventh day, God rested from all His works and declared a memorial to His grace.  Gen 2:1-3 “Thus the heavens and the earth were completed in their entire vast array.  (2) By the seventh day God had finished the work he had been doing; so on the seventh day he rested from all his work.  (3) And God blessed the seventh day and made it holy, because on it he rested from all the work of creating that he had done.”

God Knows What We Need
Adam looked around the Garden of Eden.  He noticed all the different kinds of trees.  Every tree which was pretty to see, nice to smell, and good to eat was in the Garden.  Adam saw all kinds of animals roaming and playing.  He saw a great river, which watered the Garden of Eden.  He even saw the sparkle of gold.  What a beautiful place God had made for Adam. Gen 2:8-12.
God told Adam to take good care of the Garden.  Gen 2:15 “The LORD God took the man and put him in the Garden of Eden to work it and take care of it.”  Then the Lord brought every animal and every bird which He had made to Adam so Adam could name them.

God had given Adam vast knowledge, so Adam could say right away, this is and elephant, this is a bear, this is a lion, and this is a turkey.  Adam was so smart he could give names to all the birds and animals.  But Adam was all alone.  Gen 2:19-20 “Now the Lord God had formed out of the ground all the beasts of the field and all the birds of the air. He brought them to the man to see what he would name them; and whatever the man called each living creature, that was its name.  (20) So the man gave names to all the livestock, the birds of the air and all the beasts of the field. But for Adam no suitable helper was found.”  With his human spirit he loved God, but his soul needed companionship with someone like himself.  

Pets are nice to have, but they cannot take the place of human friends.  Animals have only animal lives; they have no human soul and no human spirit.  They cannot think as we do.  Adam had many pets, but Adam needed someone like himself.

God knew what Adam needed long before He created him.  Adam needed a mate.  Gen 2:18 “The LORD God said, "It is not good for the man to be alone. I will make a helper suitable for him."  God was going to build the woman from Adam so she would be human just like Adam was.  So one day while Adam slept in the Garden, God created the woman.

The Lord caused Adam to fall into a deep sleep.  As Adam was sleeping, the Lord removed one of his ribs.  Adam slept so soundly that he felt nothing.  After God removed the rib, He healed the skin with no pain and no scar. Gen 2:22 “Then the LORD God made a woman from the rib he had taken out of the man, and he brought her to the man.”
When Adam woke up he blinked his eyes.  He saw God coming toward him with a beautiful creature unlike any he had ever seen. Gen 2:23 “The man said, "This is now bone of my bones and flesh of my flesh; she shall be called 'woman,' for she was taken out of man."  God told Adam that this woman was his wife.  Gen 2:24 “For this reason a man will leave his father and mother and be united to his wife, and they will become one flesh.”  Matt 19:4-5 “Haven't you read," he replied, "that at the beginning the Creator 'made them male and female,' (5) and said, 'For this reason a man will leave his father and mother and be united to his wife, and the two will become one flesh'?”
God’s work was completer.  He had made the heavens and the earth and everything in them.  He had prepared all growing things, the plants and grasses for the animals to eat.  He had made trees with nuts and ripe, juicy fruits.  Finally, He had created the man and the woman.  Gen 1:31 “God saw all that he had made, and it was very good. And there was evening, and there was morning…the sixth day.”
There was nothing else to be done.  The six days of restoration were over.  God had finished His work.  

Gen 2:2 “By the seventh day God had finished the work he had been doing; so on the seventh day he rested from all his work.”

Did God need to rest?  NO!  His work of making new things was all finished and God saw that His work was good.  God set apart the seventh day as a memorial to His creation and restoration.

Application of Bible Doctrine:
1. Everything we have God made for us and gave to us.  Gen 2:3 “And God blessed the seventh day and made it holy, because on it he rested from all the work of creating that he had done.”  

      Col 1:16 “
For by him all things were created: things in heaven and on earth, visible and invisible, whether thrones or powers or rulers or authorities; all things were created by him and for him.”  James 1:17 “Every good and perfect gift is from above, coming down from the Father of the heavenly lights, who does not change like shifting shadows.”  There is nothing left that we can do to improve the things God has already made.

2. God always thinks about us and knows everything we need.  We learned about Adam and the lovely creature God made to be his wife.  Yes, God make the man and the woman, and God made you and me.  God knew all that we would need before we were born, and God always gives us what we need. 

Phil 4:19 “And my God will meet all your needs according to his glorious riches in Christ Jesus.”
